A few words about ZEUXIS

ZEUXIS was founded in 2018. Since then it has been implementing projects aiming at providing support
to vulnerable groups and covering existing needs not covered or not covered sufficiently by the State
or other stakeholders.

Indicatively, ZEUXIS has operated a shelter for unaccompanied minor girls (OIKOS), a shelter for
unaccompanied minor boys (FIVOS), a shelter for unaccompanied minors who participated in the
Relocation program to E.U. member states and the “Day Center”, where ZEUXIS provided psycho-social
support and non- formal education to refugee / migrant minors and their families. Also, ZEUXIS was
active in the sea border with Turkey and in particular in the islands of Kos and Leros, operating the Safe
Areas in the Reception and Identification Centers and in the mainland in the Safe Zone of Malakasa
Accommodation Facility, where it provided protection services to unaccompanied minors (boys and

girls).

For the implementation of these projects, ZEUXIS cooperates closely with the relevant authorities, such
as the Ministry of Migration and Asylum, the Special Secretariat for the Protection of unaccompanied
minors, the Reception and ldentification Service, the Asylum Service, the Ministry of Labor and Social
Affairs, the Public Prosecutors, Local Authorities, as well as the Hellenic Police.

The funding for these projects comes from different sources: Asylum Migration and Integration Fund
(AMIF) of the European Union, Greek National Development Program, International Organisation for
Migration (IOM), Kinder not Hilfe, Swiss Ministry of Interior — Secretariat for Migration and private
donors.

ZEUXIS implements a Quality Management System according to the Standard ISO 9001:2015 and is
registered with the Registers of the Ministry of Migration and Asylum and the Ministry of Labour and
Social Affairs (as a provider of primary and secondary social services).

THE PROBLEM

Access to health is challenging when it comes to refugees and migrants, as well as other vulnerable
groups, such as Roma or other Greek nationals who live in poverty. These people are excluded socially
and face many challenges related to their condition.

People living in the islands or towns in the mainland, far from urban centers, face an additional challenge
related to the capacity of the regional hospitals, the medical specialties available and the range of
offered services. Especially when minors are involved, usually the regional hospitals refer the cases to
Athens, where major children’s hospitals are located. When this occurs, however, the family is faced with
many additional challenges:

After the family arrives and the child in need of hospitalization is
admitted to children’s hospital, parents have no place to stay — un-
fortunately, due to the high cost of accommodation in a hotel or
apartment, parents often sleep in benches in the hospital corridors,
without access to decent hygiene facilities, don't have access to food
for themselves and possibly for other children of the family and can-
not afford NFIs often needed for themselves and their children etc.

@ In most cases, the family even
lacks money to buy tickets to
come to Athens and there
is no fund or provision from
a state entity to pay for the

trip.

There is no interpretation
available for parents and
children to communicate
with doctors and nurses,
making it difficult for them
to understand the medical
condition of the child, the
treatment needed, recovery
procedure etc.

In case there are more children in the family, there is no place for
them to stay and they usually follow the parent(s) to the hospital,
exposed to all sorts of conditions not suitable for them, or are left
behind to the care of others.

Due to all these restrictions and obstacles, children of families who fall into these vulnerable groups
(refugees, migrant, Roma, poor families etc) either do not receive the appropriate health care or receive
it with delay resulting in deterioration of their health condition or are separated from their family, or
minor children are left behind, , experiencing the negative effects of family separation.

THE GUESTHOUSE

As a response to this need, ZEUXIS created “HYGEIA” Guesthouse. The Guesthouse started operating
in July 2021. Its operation is funded by Kinder not Hilfe, covering the period from 01/07/2021 until
30/06/2022. It is fully equipped (with bedrooms, dining room, living room, a kitchen with all necessary
household appliances, a playroom for children, WC and shower facilities, etc) and can accommodate
up to twelve people (three families in separate rooms). Extra cleaning services for the common areas
are provided. Guests have access to internet connection. They are also provided with personal hygiene
items and extra material support, if necessary, (such as crutches, diapers, baby milk) and receive a
monthly cash allowance, public transport tickets, medication etc. Also, a minivan is available for longer
transfers and travel cost to and from Athens can be covered too.

EASICSERVICE: Families whose childis referred to Athens for hospitalization can stay at the Guesthouse
for the duration of the child’s treatment. During their stay, apart from the above material support, they
also receive the following:

Psychological support: The minor patient, siblings, and parents receive psychological support to
cope with the stressful situation, the process of hospitalization, illness and its consequences, moving
from their residence, etc. The psychologist provides this support through group and individual sessions
according to a specific schedule and each beneficiary’s needs.

Social support: Several factors can further complicate access to health care, such as low literacy/
illiteracy, language barriers, different cultural background, bureaucratic procedures, etc. A social worker
helps parents deal with bureaucratic issues and connects them with various support resources, so that

they will not be excluded from information, benefits etc.

Educational and recreational activities for children: It is important for the parents to focus on the
hospitalized child’s condition. The other children of the family cannot follow their parent to the hospital
and spend their time in this unsuitable environment. On the other hand, the parent cannot leave them
alone without supervision. To this end, the Guesthouse provides an educator who organizes educational
and recreational activities for the other children of the family.

IMPACT

The operation of the Guesthouse produced in no time remarkable results, as ZEUXIS reached out to
various stakeholders and quickly established synergies with:

- the Reception and Identification Service

- the social services of hospitals,

- the social services of the Reception and Identification Centers

- the Accommodation Facilities for Asylum seekers in the mainland
- NGOs and International Organizations

- Local authorities

As a result, within the first ten months of operation the Guesthouse has hosted seventy— nine (79)
family members.

The success of the operation of the Guesthouse (apart from social and economic factors) is attributed
to the fact that:

e Beneficiaries are not selected by nationality of legal status, but by vulnerability.
e All medical cases (not only child cancer) are accepted.

e The services offered cover not only accommodation but also a wide range of beneficiaries’
needs.

The Guesthouse was welcomed by stakeholders and beneficiaries and usually there is a waiting list from
people who arrange their transfer to Athens depending on the vacancy.
